Dear Rylstone Region community,

As you know, the Department of Planning, Industry and Environment
has begun the Preliminary Regional Issues Assessment (PRIA) process
to identify potential social, environmental and economic opportunities
and constraints associated with coal exploration in our region. They
have organised public meetings on June 29 and 30 to hear our
concerns, the issues we want to raise and to start community
consultation.

To ensure we make our opposition heard at these meetings, we are
having an RRCFC meeting on the Saturday 26th June, a few days
before the government organised meetings. This is a chance for us to
get together and discuss and clarify all the things we want to make
sure they hear at these initial meetings. We'll also need to do written
submissions in the coming 6 weeks, but if we bring a united,
organised and resourced response to these in-person meetings, we
will already be telling the government, very clearly, that coal
exploration is not wanted in this region.
